come down to Houston to support the community’s events. Percy 
Katrak, President of ZAH, mentioned that the ZAH Library book  
collection is over 900, and has a permanent display case for the Dr. 
Dasturji Dhalla collection. 
 
Meheryar Rivetna, who was instrumental in bringing Dr. Amighi to 
Houston introduced and welcomed her. 
 
Janet Kestenberg Amighi 
 
Dr. Amighi, our featured speaker, is an anthropologist and author of 
two very interesting books. She has done a lot of scholarly research on 
the challenges faced by Zoroastrians in Iran after the fall of the 
Sasanian Empire. With first-hand knowledge through her stay in Iran 
and her interviews with Zoroastrians of Iran, she has pieced together 
an account of what happened to our forefathers after the Parsis left 
Iran and sailed to India to escape persecution. 
 
Following the Arab invasion of Iran in the seventh century, 
Zoroastrians, along with other non-Muslims, were subject to numerous 
restrictions and discriminatory practices in their daily lives. They were 
afraid, humiliated, and identified as “unclean”. Over the years, through 
the Constitution Revolution of Iran (1905 – 1911), and many regime 
changes, Zoroastrians have been alternately threatened and revered. 
Today, again, with extreme Islamists in power, Zoroastrians have felt 
threatened and have emigrated from Iran reducing their numbers from 
25,000 to only 10,000. The remaining Zoroastrians are avoiding all 
confrontation and withdrawing into their own safer enclaves. Dr. 
Amighi, in her fascinating presentation, held the audience spellbound 
as she took them through a fascinating journey into the roots of our 
unusual history. 
 
After a vote of thanks to Dr. Amighi, Arzan Wadia, President of 
FEZANA gifted $15,000 to ZAH towards the North American Congress 
to be held in Houston at the end of December 2024. Accepting the gift 
were Percy Katrak (President of the ZAH Executive Committee), 
Aderbad Tamboli and Kayo Sidhwa (co-chairs of the 2024 Congress). 
 
Banafsheh Mondegarian 

A related theme was covered in the second presentation after lunch on 
Saturday, featuring our own Banafsheh Mondegarian. Banafsheh 
spent the first 25 years of her life in Kerman, with Farsi as her first 
language, picking up her Bachelor of Arts degree from Azad University 
in Kerman. Born in Kerman in 1983, five years after the Iranian 
Revolution, living in Iran for her as a Zoroastrian practicing in an 
Islamic country was enormously difficult. Through those difficult years, 
when her faith in religion wavered because of the discrimination and 
humiliation she faced as a child, she was constantly reminded by her 
family of her forefathers who had to escape the city and live in caves 
and other hiding places to keep their religion and the fire going. Today, 
Iranians prefer to think of themselves as Persians and not as Arabs, 
and they do not even approve of people who talk Arabic. The situation 
is in a state of constant turmoil and even Muslims would be proud to 
get back to their Persian roots. Ms. Mondegarian, in her folksy friendly 
talk, kept the audience interested and enthralled.
